Some of my memories include dreaming up a name for CHEERS over lunch
with Jean Evans, an all night bus-ride on a youth ski trip to North Carolina
where 30 girls changed into ski clothes in a McDonald’s bathroom, starting
and nurturing a small group program, and knowing that at least one of them
is alive and well some 30+ years later. The women'’s retreats were a highlight
of my time at Trinity. There was great fun, silly skits, serious conversations,
spiritual insights, creative worship, and friendships born and cemented.

At Trinity there were picnics, potlucks, pastoral calls, pancake suppers, and
plenty of work. And, there was the pervasiveness of the Gator Nation whose
worship of football and all things sports often competed with Trinity’s
worship of God.

And, there were the tough times, too. Coping with Dean Martin’s illness
and death, attempting to help the congregation deal with such grief and
loss, all the while providing pastoral care and leadership was exceptionally
challenging. All of these experiences resulted in tremendous personal,
professional, and spiritual growth for me.

I will be forever grateful for Trinity United Methodist Church and the mark
it has made on my life. | celebrate the friends | made here who remain a
special blessing in my life.
